Early Elementary Supply List 2010-2011  
 
Each family is asked to pay $10 for supplies.  Often parents have trouble 
finding items that are being asked of them.  Providing the $10 will enable me 
to shop for the folders and composition books/journals. 
 
2 computer jump drive (1 GB) one to be kept at home for projects 
2 packs of colored pencils 
1 large box of Kleenex Tissue 
1 box 16 count crayon 
Post-It Notes 
Plastic sheet protectors (50) 
1 two inch, three ring binder with plastic view cover (students returning 
should have already) 
1 One inch binder with plastic view covers (Writer’s Notebook) 
1 pack of subject dividers (6-8 count) 
Two - Three packs of wide rule notebook paper (keep at home using as 
needed)  
Two #2 pencils per day will be needed through out the year (keep large 
supply at home as needed) No mechanical pencils, please 
 
As we progress through the year we may see a need for other items.  We 
would appreciate a $10 gift card from Wal-Mart to cover other materials 
that I would like to be uniformed.  
 
Snacks 
We will have a light nutritional snack each morning (except on half days) at 
around 9:30 a.m.  Families are being asked to alternate weeks to provide 
snacks for the class.  An alternation schedule will be provided by our 
Homeroom Mom at a later date.
